The research grant program makes up most of the annual 
budget for ABMRF/The Foundation for Alcohol Research, 
with conference support, communications and publishing 
activities, and administration accounting for the remainder. 
In 2010, the Foundation was able to fund 14 new grant projects 
and 16 continuation grants from a total of 109 applications 
submitted. These grants were awarded to promising young 
investigators who are beginning their independent careers in 
alcohol research.

International Medical Advisory Group (IMAG) conferences 
have been held nearly annually since 1972 as an opportunity 
for preeminent medical advisors to share advances in alcohol 
research globally. The 36th IMAG conference, held in 
Frascati, Italy on October 17-19, was hosted by ERAB and 
supported by ABMRF. Over 100 participants attended the 
conference from 17 countries, serving as delegates from  
top universities, medical research institutes and the brewing 
industry. Presentation topics by top European investigators 
included: the social context of drinking, binge drinking, heavy 
alcohol intake episodes, pharmacological treatment of alcohol 
dependence, alcoholic liver disease, and alcohol and cancer. 

ABMRF/ The Foundation for Alcohol Research proudly 
continued its support of the Research Society on Alcoholism 
(RSA) Annual Meeting, which is the largest North American 
alcohol research conference, by providing financial support  
for plenary speakers and also for Student Merit and Junior 
Investigator Awards. These awards enable the newest 
members of RSA to attend this important event. The 33rd 
Annual RSA Scientific Meeting was held June 26-30 in  
San Antonio, Texas. 

The Foundation also supported the inauguration of the  
Dr. Hiromasa Ishii Memorial Award by providing a stipend  
and memorial plaque to a distinguished alcohol research 
scientist at the 2010 World Congress of the International 
Society for Biomedical Research on Alcohol held September 
16-20 in Paris, France. Dr. Helmut Seitz, a professor of 
medicine at the University of Heidelberg, received the first  
Dr. Hiromasa Ishii Memorial Award for his work on alcoholic 
liver disease and alcohol-associated carcinogenesis.
